Dear God, give my child more faith each day.

Dear God, bring my child to an understanding of what your death on the cross means to
him.

Dear God, turn my child’s deficits into offerings for you and your world.

Dear God, teach my child that needs are normal. May she look to you first to meet them.
Dear God, assure my child that he is loved.

Dear God, help my child to understand that faith is both a gift from you and a process.
Dear God, please help my children to internalize the values that they have learned in our
family.

Dear God, protect my child from mistakes which have consequences that might damage
her life.

Dear God, weave threads of loyalty, respect and love between my children.

Dear God, use the disappointments of my child’s days to point him to you.

Dear God, weed arrogance from the soil of my child’s days.
